13. PUT THINGS AWAY THAT YOU TAKE OUT (put away dishes yourself, put the
cordless phone back on it’s base everytime it is used)

14. YOU MUST ASK PERMISSION BEFORE YOU TAKE OR USE SOMETHING THAT
BELONGS TO ANOTHER FAMILY MEMBER
